● Courtesy seats for elderly or disabled passengers are 
located toward the front of the bus.  Please make them 
available when requested.  Be sure that children are 
seated securely or are being held firmly by an adult. 
 
● Keep bulky items out of the aisles, doorways and other 
passengers' way.  Hazardous items may not be brought 
aboard a HART bus.  Small pets may be brought on 
board if they are completely enclosed in a suitable 
carrier.  Disabled persons may be accompanied by a 
leashed service animal.  
 
● Do not change seats while the bus is in motion.  Keep 
your head and arms inside the bus at all times. 
 
● Smoking is forbidden by New York State law.  Eating, 
drinking, and the use of audio equipment without 
headphones are prohibited.  Loud or unruly behavior will 
not be tolerated.  
 
● Use the chime to notify your driver that you want to get 
off the bus.  Press the yellow strip located between the 
windows.  The driver will let you off at the next corner or 
bus stop at which it is safe to do so.   
 
● Remember to take your personal belongings and any 
trash with you when you leave the bus.  If you do leave 
something behind, call our offices at 427-8287.  You 
may recover your property with proper identification.  
 
● In the event of an emergency, immediately notify the 
driver and follow his or her instructions.
