	As a resident of the Town of Huntington, I am gravely concerned because the legislation 
you have proposed to restructure LIPA does not include a resolution to the existing Tax 
Certiorari Actions that LIPA and National Grid have initiated against the Town of Huntington.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]	I understand that LIPA is attempting to recoup over $270 million from the residents of 
our Town for tax payments going back to 2010.  If LIPA were successful in those actions, the 
residents of our Town will face increases of over 15% in their real property tax bills and those 
who live in the Northport East Northport School District will be faced with an additional 57% 
increase in their School taxes.  This will be devastating to the residential and business property 
owners of our Town and it will directly impact on the value of our homes and businesses.  

	Our Town has been the host community to the Northport Power Station for over 50 years.  
Surely, as the host community, we have the right to expect LIPA and National Grid to contribute 
to the economy of our Town.  When LIPA was formed, our Town made a commitment to freeze 
the assessment on the Northport Power Station and has kept that commitment.  But LIPA 
promised at the same time that it would not initiate any Tax Certiorari actions in exchange for 
the freezing of the assessment and now has reneged on its pledge.  We need you to step in and 
ensure that the Tax Certiorari Actions that LIPA and National Grid have initiated are resolved in 
the legislation to restructure LIPA.
